This MoU may be revised through the mutual agreement of both institutions/parties and may be terminated by either party upon giving six months’ written notice signed by the MoU supervisor. 

Any termination of this MOU will not affect programs and activities undertaken prior to its termination, unless otherwise agreed by the Parties.

If either Party wishes to disclose to the other Party any information it considers confidential or proprietary, then the Parties shall enter into a written non-disclosure agreement.
